A pattern repeats throughout the
book: 1) the people abandoned the Lord; 2) God
punished them by raising up a foreign power to
oppress them; 3) the people cried out to God for
deliverance; and 4) God raised up a deliverer, or judge,
for them. The author of the book is unknown, although
some Jewish tradition ascribes it to Samuel.?

1050 the congregation sent 12,000 of their bravest men there and commanded them, “Go and strike the
inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead with the edge of the sword; also the women and the little ones. ! This is what
you shall do: every male and every woman that has lain with a male you shall devote to destruction.” 2 And
they found among the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead 400 young virgins who had not known a man by lying with
him, and they brought them to the camp at Shiloh, which is in the land of Canaan.

13 Then the whole congregation sent word to the people of Benjamin who were at the rock of Rimmon and
proclaimed peace to them. * And Benjamin returned at that time. And they gave them the women whom they
had saved alive of the women of Jabesh-gilead, but they were not enough for them.
